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Global Enhancements for both SAMM and Preventer:

= Web Based - In addition to the existing independent marine application on the vessel, V4 includes a web
version. Internet enabled vessels have the ability to access the application via the web.

=  User Interface — From user feedback we were able to make adjustments to the Ul to make the application more
user friendly.

= Search Functionality — The ability to filter searches was added to provide queries at all levels of the applications.

= Grid View — In the web based applications more sort and filtering options were added to the grid views.

Transmitting Data

®  File Resume Function — When transmitting, we have the ability to confirm “complete download” from last
transmission. If last transmission was not fully downloaded on the prior connection, only the data not received
will be transmitted. This will aid in the prevention of lost data and reduced air time.

=  SAMM transmits data by scheduled tasks — SAMM data transmits run automatically from Scheduled Tasks in
Windows. This functionality allows the office to decide at what time they would like the vessel to automatically
dial up, and transmit data to the shore.

=  Emails — Users have the ability to send on scheduled dial-up or send immediately.

Notifications

= List Tables — Confirm an update has been made

= Email — “This email will be sent on the next transmission. Do you want to send now? Yes/No”, ‘Yes’ will make the
computer dial up and send data, ‘No’ will place the email in the Outbox to be sent in on the next transmission.
“Email has been received” along with an audible tone when an email has been downloaded on the vessel.

= Transfer Activities — When a ‘Transfer’ activity is done, “Do you want to enter this transfer now? Yes/No”, ‘Yes’
will take the captain to the ‘Fuel/Lube’ page or the ‘Commodities’ page so that he can enter the transaction &
‘No’ will leave them on the ‘Activities’ page.

= Status Report — Ability to put timed notifications stating “A Status Report is due at this time”

* Master’s Log — At 12:01 a notification stating “You need tosignY e s t e Ma |ty e 18 wilkconle opg'OK’ will
take them to the ‘Add Signature’ location.

= On/Off Charter Activities — When the captain does an On/Off Charter activity, a window will appear stating “Are
you sure? Yes/No”, ‘Yes’ will enter the activity then take them to the ‘Soundings’ page so they can do their
On/Off Charter sounding, ‘No’ will cancel the activity.

=  Transmissions — Once data is transmitted a window will come up stating “Data has been sent”, if a connection
could not be made, “No connection was made so no data was sent” will display.

Help Section

= Tip Tools — When the captain places the mouse arrow over a field header, a balloon will come up giving a brief
description of what is required along with an example.

= Help Section — There is a help section located in SAMM where the captain can look to solve any issues he may
be having without having to call support.
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SAMM Enhancements

=  On Charter Company — When on Charter, the captain cannot change the Company until he does an Off Charter
activity. The company is grayed out throughout the program so that it can only be changed by doing an Off
Charter activity.

= Temp Location — The vessel can add a temp location, which will be sent to back office for approval.

= Subsistence — Date range function for “Add Signature” for a worker, instead of signing every day.

= Offshore Worker — Lower and upper case character recognition was added to prevent double entries. Company
name of worker has been added to enable more detailed reporting.

= Engine Hours — Engine hours are now editable. An entry correction will be stored for historical records.

= Activity Remarks — Customer remarks template auto populates if selected in set up.

Preventer Enhancements

= PMID -PMs are now indentified by engine room or deck.
= Crossover Items — When making a field request if an item is not available, users are able to select an alternate
manufacturer and model to complete the request.
= Drafts — Create, edit, and track draft CBA, HBA, and Work Orders to be completed at a later time.
= Engine Reset — When an engine is replaced the all scheduled PMs are assigned to the new engine.
= Hierarchy:
= Vessel/Class/Fleet — Equipment such as engines can be grouped by these categories to schedule
maintenance with greater ease.
= Equipment — Edit item hierarchy, specifically the model #, serial #, and the arrangement #, on the vessel.
» CBA/HBA:
= The vessel can create new and edit existing items on the vessel. These items are sent to office as temp
items to be approved or denied. Once approved by the office, the new CBA or HBA will be sent back to
the vessel.
=  Auto Archive feature for items more than 1 year old.
= Edit a PM based on engine types for an asset, class or fleet.
= Hibernate or Reset - The PMs are set as inactive for that time period and reschedules.
= Field Requisitions and Work Orders
= Field requisitions are generated independently without a work order.
= The ability to import the vender / manufacturer by fleet, class, or vessel to CBA, HBA, and Item
hierarchy.
= Notification if quantity received is less than ordered. Requisition will be marked as “Partial Received”,
and can be marked as complete.
